He has helped the Senators 
to 11 NAIA National Tournaments, including an ap-
pearance in the National Title game during the 1987-88 
season. During his career at AUM, he has coached 17 
All-Americans.

Waters joined the AUM staff last summer and sports an 
extensive coaching resume, having coached at the prep, 
NAIA, and NCAA Division I and Division II levels 
during his 47-year tenure. Before joining the coaching 
ranks, Waters enjoyed a standout playing career, both at 
the University of Mississippi and within the professional 
ranks.

St. James HS Head Coach Nigel Card
Nigel Card, a 24-year veteran in the coaching profes-
sion, recently completed his fi rst season as the head boys 
basketball coach at St. James High School in Montgom-
ery. Prior to taking over at the helm of the Trojans, Card 
spent 23 years as assistant men’s basketball coach at 
AUM.
